(Graduation), 2 (Dropout), 3A-D (Assessment for Students with Disabilities, 
Grades 4, 8 and High School), and 4A (Suspension/Expulsion).

Education; 
- Superintendents endorse and co-lead “leadership academy” coaching 

for 2 hours a month to leaders in special education in schools; 
- Teacher Retention Grant activities in the second year now are going 

strong, with 78 LEAs participating. It includes two meetings a month 
by GLRS and coaching on Avatar Labs. 

- Specially Designed Instruction or Specialized Instruction: national 
expert to provide learning across state, determining who needs SI 
and delivering SI. 

- OSEP to monitor GA procedures and policies in person in a year. 
- Milestones: GLRS celebrates 50 years this year. Georgia Parent 

Mentor Partnership (PMP) celebrates 20 years. Georgia Online IEP 
(GOIEP) system is now ten years old. 170 LEAs have been supported 
by this system.
