What is the Georgia Student Growth Model for English Language Proficiency?

The Georgia Student Growth Model for English Language Proficiency (GSGM for ELP) is designed to provide students,
parents, and educators with additional information regarding English learners’ (ELs) development of English language
proficiency over time. The WIDA ACCESS for ELLs assessments provide information about a student’s level of English
proficiency at a given point in time. However, knowing EL students’ level of English proficiency only tells part of the story.
Understanding EL students’ language growth trajectory provides a more complete story about how well students are
developing academic English. The GSGM for ELP provides important information on how EL students are currently
developing English proficiency when compared to their peers with similar prior levels of ELP.
