·An educational tool that links text and readers under 
a common metric known as Lexiles.

·Allows educators to forecast the level of 
comprehension a reader is expected to experience 
with a particular text

·Most commonly used reading measure
ᵄ Over 19 million students receive Lexile scores through 

commercial and state assessments

ᵄ Over 100,000 books and tens of millions of articles have

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Summer Reading is Essential!

Research studies show that ---

Åstudents can have up to a 2-3 month loss in reading 
ability over summer.

Ålower income students may suffer most due to lack of 
books in the home and transportation access to public 
libraries.

Årural area students also lack easy access.

Åinnovative partnering of schools, publishers, and public 
libraries have great promise for solving the summer 
reading loss dilemma.
