Step 5: Process for taking the Assessment

1. A URL is emailed to the instructor/proctor

2. Instructors are NOT to register for the exam

3. Instructor gives students URL

4. Students log into the URL and are emailed and shown a code

5. This code should be written down as it will needed should there be any technical difficulties

6. To re-enter they will go http://www.fasttestweb.com/ enter their unique code.
7. Student will be notified at the completion of the exam if they passed and at what score

8. Instructors or designated POC  will be emailed certificates
