If one or more responses indicate a language other 

than English, administer the Listening and Speaking 

portions of the Kindergarten W-APT. If the Listening 

and Speaking Raw Score is: 

between 19 – 28, 

continue by 

administering the 

Reading and Writing 

tests.  

And if: 

less than 19, the 

student requires 

language support 

services. 

the Reading score is less than 11 or 

the Writing score is less than 12, the 

student requires language support 

services. 

the Reading score is 11 or more and 

the Writing score is 12 or more, the 

student meets the minimum criteria 

for English language proficiency.  

(Districts have the flexibility to 

consider additional factors when 

determining eligibility for language 

support, however.)
