Organization

The Georgia Performance Standardskfes Modern Languages (GPS) are basedtandards
for Foreign Language Learning in the’Xtenturyand theACTFL Performance Guideles for
K-12 Learner¢American Council on the Teaching of Foreign Language). The GPS are
organized in outline form, integrating the national standards and the three modes of
communication:interpretive (INT),Interpersonal (IP) angresentational (P), agell as Cultural
Perspectives, Practices and Products (CU) and Connections, Bmnpaand Communities
(CCC).The three modes of communication are defined as follows:

This mode can be realized through conversafietters, emails or any means by
which individuals interact, observe, monitor and quesin order to obtain meaning and intent.

Presentational: The Presentational Mode focusesthe creation and facilitation of omey

messages in which listeners and readers might interpret and gain knofvledgen t he fApr e s e
without the ability tadirectly negotiate meaning. Examples include presentations, speeches and
writing reports or articles.

for specific communicative purposeSherefore, teachers must ensure that students have
adequate time to aeely speak and write, as well as listen and readntnaris taught

Integration of Resourcesand Technoloqgy

A variety of resources are available for teachin§ Kodern language3Vhile textbooks cabe
utilized, they may not dictate the curriculum/henever possible, teachers shouldeasand use
authentic materials and realia and construct materials themselves that encourage student
interaction and involvement.

As set forth in the national staamdls, an important component of language classes is the use of
the languagéeyondthe classroom in the real world. The integration of technology is an
important tool that can facilitate this goal by allowing students to access authentic information in
the target language and by providing students the opportunity to interact with native speakers.
This is especially important for grades three through five and can help students develop their
technology skills.
