OCR and OCTAE issued “Significant Guidance” in the form of a “Dear Colleague
Letter” to remind recipients of Perkins funds of their responsibilities under Title IX
and the 1979 OCR Guidelines. This guidance places an affirmative responsibility on
recipients to respond to disproportionate enrollments of one sex by reviewing
counseling practices, and taking “proactive steps” to increase enrollment of the
underrepresented sex. OCR/OCTAE identifies “education careers” as one of the areas
significantly underrepresented by males. | do not think States were historically using
Perkins funds to support education careers, but the definition of CTE in the 2006
Amendments would arguably include it. This Guidance also provides that the SEA
responsibility extends to the State’s distribution of State funds as well as Federal
funds.
