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This Program of Study may serve as a graduation guide for the next four plus years, along with other career planning and educational materials. Courses listed in this model may include
recommended coursework and should be individualized to students’ educational and career goals. Each graduation plan needs to meet minimum high school graduation requirements.
Dual Enrollment courses can be high school academic and/or career technical education courses.
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NOTE: Students have many options to ENTER and EXIT from their academic studies into the workforce. When a student graduates from high school, they are eligible to choose one of many ENTRANCE
POINT options: 1. Enroll in either a 2 or 4 year post-secondary program; 2. Enroll in an apprenticeship program or the military; or 3. Enter the workforce using technical skills learned in high school. When a

student finishes a 2- or 4-year degree program, they may choose to EXIT and 1. Enroll in an apprenticeship program or the military; 2. Enroll in a professional university degree program; or 3. Enter the
workforce using technical skills learned.

Forest/Natural Resources Management Pathway
Description

Those working in the forestry and natural resources field
conserve and manage our forest and natural resources.
Sample job opportunities in this field include wildlife
manager, park manager, fish and game officer, forest
worker, logger, forest manager and fisheries manager.

An associate’s or bachelor’s degree in forestry is the
minimum education recommended for a professional career
in forestry. Forestry and natural resources technicians
usually receive their training through a combination of
community colleges and on-the-job training. Many states
require licensure of professional foresters.

Those working in this field regularly work with landowners,
loggers, forestry technicians and aides, farmers, ranchers,
government officials, special interest groups and the public.
Anyone interested in this field should enjoy working
outdoors.

The federal, state, and local governments employ many
forestry and natural resources workers. Employment of
foresters is concentrated in the western and southeastern
states, where many national and private forests and parks
and most of the lumber and pulpwood producing forests are
located. Job opportunities are expected to be good, with the
most employment opportunities in private sector consulting
firms, scientific research, and development services.
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
