The equine science pathway prepares students to work with horses in a variety
of settings. Students can pursue a career as an equine veterinarian, horse trainer,
equestrian coach, or even an equine dental technician.

Students who plan to pursue a career in equine science should enjoy working
with horses and people. Students should also enjoy working outside and working
with their hands. Professional equestrians make their living riding horses in
competitions. Three different types of competitions are dressage, stadium
jumping and three-day events. Professional equestrians often times also offer
riding lessons and boarding for horses in their area.

The American Farrier's Association (AFA) speaks of good job prospects for
competent farriers. The association estimates the horse population in the U.S. to
be over 10 million. Because horses are generally trimmed or shod every six to
eight weeks, it anticipates a sizable demand for farriers.

Veterinarians, animal breeders and animal trainers also specialize in equine
science. Because of the passion and demand for recreational horses, there will
continue to be a demand for horse breeders, veterinarians, and trainers.
