· Sponsor (must be registered on-line by the Point of Contact for their respective organizations): the Sponsor is typically the instructor; supervises students during performance exam; signs performance affidavits, coordinates MET-TEC Committee; provides performance affidavits to NIMS

· Proctor:  site designated individual; cannot be the instructor or anyone who is related to the student, in charge of the student’s grades, nor can the person be an instructor for metalworking in the same program; must be present during all on-line exams (must register on-line) (Proctor registration form provided at the main NIMS webpage in the left menu.)

· MET-TEC Committee Members; inspects the parts made by the candidates during the performance exam
