Passing candidates will earn PROVISIONAL certification as a PCT.  To earn full certification, students must complete and have documented 10 venipunctures, 10 ECGs, and 5 capillary blood collections on live subjects during their course of study or within two years after high school graduation. To document the 10 venipunctures, 10 ECGs, and 5 capillary blood collections, students will need to ask their Internship Coordinator or Employer to complete the verification section on their Provisional Certification Letters.
