	Proctoring Guidelines:
	CIW Exams must be administered in a proctored environment.  Participating schools must designate at least one staff member to become a Certification Testing Center (CTC) Proctor.  CTC Proctor status must be earned by reviewing the CTC Policies and Procedures Manual, passing a free test, and completing a CTC Proctor Agreement Form.  The process of earning CTC Proctor Status may take some time (one to three weeks is typical).  Schools may not administer CIW Exams until at least one staff member has earned CTC Proctor Status.  Please allow sufficient time to prepare for the exam.  Once your school has enrolled in the CTC Program, instructions will be sent to begin the process.
