The CSWA Provider Application is located in on right side of screen in the “Quick Links” section. 
Application approval is contingent upon school having a current subscription to SolidWorks curriculum for at least 45 seats. The SolidWorks 24-digit serial number will need to be provided during the application process.  Once the application is approved, the CTAE Administrator (or designee, which cannot be the instructor on record for students being tested) will be designated as the CSWA Provider and codes will be provided that allow student access to certification exams.
The application process must be completed four (4) weeks prior to the testing date.
