are on the “hot” list for jobs in Georgia. These jobs are fast growing,
have above-average wages and have at least 100 expected annual job
openings.

Employment of dental hygienists is expected to grow by 38 percent
from 2010 to 2020, much faster than the average for all occupations.
On-going research linking oral health and general health will continue to
spur the demand for preventative dental services, which are often
provided by dental hygienists.
