Most automobile service technicians and mechanics work in well-ventilated
and well-lit repair shops. Although mechanical problems can often be fixed with
computers, technicians perform many tasks with greasy parts and tools, while
sometimes in uncomfortable positions. Service technicians work on traditional
mechanical components, such as engines, transmissions, belts, and hoses.
However, they must also be familiar with a growing number of electrosystems.
Braking, transmission, and steering systems, for example, are controlled primarily
by computers and electronic components. Other integrated electronic systems,
such as accident-avoidance sensors, are becoming common as well. In addition, a
