1. How do I schedule training? Select your desired courses and contact us at jbooth@doe.k12.ga.us. 
2. How long are the courses? All training is held from 9:00 am to 3:30 pm.
3. How many sessions can I book? One full day is our minimum. You can book multiple courses to create more than one day of training. All courses are subject specific and are not created for teachers outside of the content areas listed. We currently have limited Music offerings and no Dance courses. 
Visual Art Training Example: Day one - GSE Bootcamp K12 and Journaling as Reflective Practice K12, Day two - We have the Data! 6-12 and Deconstructed Drawing 6-12.
4. Is there a cost? The Georgia Department of Education will supply materials and art supplies for participants.
5. Can I book a half-day session? No, due to travel costs, all sessions must be at least one full day.
6. [bookmark: _GoBack]Can non arts teachers attend the courses? They sound fun. We strictly reserve sessions for Arts teachers due to limited subject-specific training options for dance, media arts, music, theatre, and visual art teachers. However, elementary grade level teachers who are teaching music and art for a grade in the absence of an Arts teacher at their school may attend ES level training. Several classes allow for ELA High School level teachers in the Theatre & Film section.
7. Do we need to set up the classroom in a certain way? All courses need an LCD projector and screen. Visual art courses need tables that can be painted, drawn, or sculpted on and an available water source for clean-up. We will email any requirements needed for each course.
8. What if I don't have enough teachers in my RESA/School District to make the minimum requirement in some of the Arts subject areas? Please contact your nearest RESA/District to see if you can schedule the training together and contact the department directly for assistance.
