	  Morning Arrival
	· Unpack and hang up backpack
· Turn in homework
· Talk in gentle voices
· Sharpen Pencils
· Start Morning Work

	 Morning Meeting or   
       Circle Time
	· Face Forward
· Eyes Looking
· Ears Listening
· Hands in Lap
· Criss-Cross Legs

	  Lining Up
	· Put materials away on my count                
· Get all materials needed for next activity
· Listen for the transition signal
· Keep hands and feet to yourself
· Walk to the line

	Partner Work
	· Assign Jobs
· Ask your partner’s opinion
· Take turns answering questions
· Work together
· “Ask 2 before Me”
