Don’t run!

	Walk; Use Walking Feet; Walk on the right side of the hallway
	I like how you are walking.                                                              By walking you are staying safe.

	Don’t touch!
	Keep your hands down;                                Look with your eyes
	You are looking with your hands down,                  thank you for being respectful                                             (or thank you for making good choices).

	
No yelling!

	Use a calm voice; Use an inside voice;               Use a level 1 voice
	(In a low voice) Thank you for being respectful by using an inside voice.

	Stop whining!
	Use a calm voice;                                      Talk so that I can understand you
	Now I can understand you; that’s so much better. Tell me with your words what is wrong.

	Don’t stand on the chair!
	Sit in the chair; Remember we sit in chairs, please sit down
	Thank you for using your chair the correct way; I like the way you are sitting.                                              When you sit you are being safe?

	Stop tapping your pencil!
	Use your pencil for writing or coloring
	Thank you for writing with your pencil;                                    I like how you are using your pencil to color. You are being respectful to your friends.

	Shut your mouth!
	It is time to listen; turn on your listening ears; use your 0 voice
	Thank you for listening, you will get time to talk after your work is completed.

	Don’t get out of your seat!
	Stay in your chair with your feet on the ground until you have completed your work.
	I like how you are sitting in your seat and completing your work.  You are working hard!

	Stop fighting!
	Take turns; Be problem solvers; Keep hands and feet to yourself; Play nicely or find a new friend to work with
	You both are working so well together.                     Thank you for making good choices.

	Get yourself together!
	It looks like you may need a break.                     Think about how you feeling,                              take some time to calm down,                                  and then come back to your work.
	You went to the calm down area in the classroom so nicely and you are now ready to join your small group, thank you for being ready to work.

	Stop interrupting me
	It looks like you need my attention.                        Raise your hand and I will be sure to help you as soon as I can.
	You waited so patiently for me to be ready to give you my full attention. That was being so respectful.
