The EL Screener application allows Georgia 
districts to enter English language 
proficiency screener scores for students in 
Grades K–12 and determine whether those 
students qualify for ESOL services.
It was developed at the request of and in 
collaboration with ESOL staff in various 
Georgia districts to assist with the 
identification of students as English learners 
as they move from one school or district to 
another.

TestPad allows teachers and administrators to 
create their own multiple choice and constructed 
response items and reading passages, align them 
to standards, and deliver them to students online 
through the SLDS Student Portal.

The level of 
access is managed by the District and can be 
changed/edited at any time.  For example, a 
Principal can work with the District Plan for a period 
of time and then be “RE-provisioned to work on 
their School Plan.  This can work the opposite way 
too.
