Incarcerated Students

Student incarcerated in a local jail within the jurisdiction of his/her local
educational agency (LEA) of residence: The LEA where the jail is located is
responsible for providing special education services to students in that jail. The
LEA must convene an individualized education program (IEP) Team meeting
and determine appropriate special education services. Students incarcerated in
local jails in the LEA’s jurisdiction should remain enrolled in the LEA and receive
special education services. The LEA will need to work closely with the local jail
to gain access to the students and to deliver services. The LEA should
document all correspondence with the local jail, especially if the local jail will not
permit the LEA to provide a FAPE to the child with a disability.

Student incarcerated in a local jail outside the jurisdiction of his/her LEA
of residence: The LEA where the jail is located is responsible for providing
special education services even though the student is not a resident of the
county/city where the jail is located. It is best practice for the LEA where the
student resides to work with the LEA where the jail is located and participate in
the IEP Team meeting to determine appropriate services. The two LEAs should
collaborate to do what is most appropriate for the student. The student may be
withdrawn from their LEA of residence and enrolled in the LEA where the jail is
located. If this occurs, the LEA where the jail is located will provide the services.

FAPE for students incarcerated in the Georgia

Department of Corrections (GDC) and Georgia Department of Juvenile
Justice (DJJ): Both the GDC and the Georgia DJJ function as their own local
educational agency (LEA). Students incarcerated as juveniles must be
withdrawn from their LEA of residence and enrolled in DJJ or GDC. An
individualized education program (IEP) Team will need to convene and
determine appropriate services. The United States Department of Education,
Office of Special Education Programs (OSEP) makes it clear “that regardless of
the structure in a State, the State as the [Individuals with Disabilities Education
Act] IDEA, Part B grantee, has ultimate responsibility for ensuring FAPE is
made available to all eligible students with disabilities residing in State and local
juvenile and adult correctional facilities.” Dear Colleague Letter on the IDEA for
Students with Disabilities in Correctional Facilities, U.S. Dep’t of Educ., Office of
Special Education Programs (OSEP), December 5, 2014. LEAs that have youth
with disabilities in adult prison do not have the responsibility of meeting the
requirement for: (1) state and districtwide assessments; and (2) transition
planning, and transition services if the student’s eligibility under Part B of the
IDEA will end, because of their age, before they will be eligible to be released
from prison based on consideration of their sentence and eligibility for early
release. In addition, the IEP Team of a child with a disability may modify the
child’s IEP or placement if there is a security or compelling penological interest
that cannot otherwise be accommodated.

Teacher Shortages

Georgia’s Division for Special Education Services and Supports has been
implementing a teacher retention/provider program for three years to address
shortages in the critical area of special education. EdNote blog recently
featured the program, the Georgia Teacher Academy for Preparation and
Pedagogy. Georgia focused on keeping new special education teachers in the
classroom through partnerships with institutions of higher education and the
CEEDAR Center. In the 2021-22 school year, 84% of teachers who completed
the program returned the following year, highlighting the program’s success.
The program, which has 220 participating districts, also supports special
education directors and building leaders. “We are learning lots about what
works and practices that are ineffective. It is fun to watch this grow,” said
Georgia State Director of Special Education Wina Low. Moving forward, Low
hopes to turn this into a two-year model to continue supporting special
educators early in their career. This project was made possible by the 325
Personnel Development Grant awarded through OSEP.

Practice Pointers — Free Appropriate Public Education
(FAPE) and Least Restrictive Environment (LRE):
Incarcerated Students

As a part of general supervision, the local educational agency (LEA) should
ensure the following: 1) Written policies, practices, and procedures are in place
that ensure compliance with the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act
(IDEA) for incarcerated students; 2) Procedures are in place for providing
professional learning activities to ensure all teachers and administrators are
fully informed of their responsibilities for providing services should enrolled
students become incarcerated; 3) Sustained supervision is in place to monitor
for the compliant practices involved in providing services for students who are
incarcerated; and 4) Development of a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU)
with local jails and state facilities is in place as a best practice to further support
this area. To ensure the identification of special education students,
communication lines should be open and ongoing with written procedures.

The Office of the State Treasurer (OST) is partnering with Georgia’s
Path2College 529 Savings Plan (P2C) and the Georgia STABLE Program to
offer the GA STABLE/P2C Matching Scholarship of up to $2,500 for eligible
existing or new Georgia STABLE account owners. The award amount will be a
dollar-for-dollar match based on net contributions made to an eligible recipient’s
Georgia STABLE account between July 1 and December 31, 2023. Net
contributions are deposits less withdrawals made during the same period.

The GA STABLE/P2C Matching Scholarship Program is designed to encourage
families with children who have disabilities to save tax-deferred for future
qualified educational expenses through Georgia’s P2C 529 Savings Plan.

Matching Scholarships will be awarded on a first-come, first-served basis for
new or existing Georgia STABLE account owners who apply by entering the
scholarship promotion code, MATCH2023, through the Georgia STABLE
website.

Who Is Eligible?

ABLE qualified Georgia residents ages 18 and under who have net
contributions made to their new or existing Georgia STABLE accounts between
July 1 and December 31, 2023.

How It Works:

Once an existing or new Georgia STABLE account has been opened, qualifying
applicants apply for Matching Scholarships through the Georgia STABLE
website, by entering the scholarship promotion code, (MATCH2023).

Matching Scholarship recipients will be notified of their awards in early 2024 and
given instructions on how to redeem their awards. Each recipient must open a
P2C account and follow instructions to redeem their awards into their P2C
account. The GA STABLE/P2C Matching Scholarship Program allows award
recipients flexibility to claim awards when they want and in desired amounts for
qualified education expenses. At the time recipients claim their awards, they will
receive information explaining how to open a P2C savings account to receive
the scholarship funds.

Matching Scholarship funds will be held in the GA STABLE/P2C Matching
Scholarship Trust until recipients claim awards to fund their P2C accounts.

Practice Pointers — Free Appropriate Public Education
(FAPE) and Least Restrictive Environment (LRE):
Incarcerated Students

When a student with an existing individualized education program (IEP) from
another public agency arrives in a correctional facility in the same State, the
facility either must implement the existing IEP or hold an IEP Team meeting to
modify the contents of the IEP. 34 C.F.R. § 300.323(e). If a student with an
existing IEP from another public agency arrives in a correctional facility in a
different State, the new public agency either must conduct its own evaluation
and make a new eligibility determination pursuant to 34 C.F.R. §§ 300.304-
300.306, if determined to be necessary by the new public agency, or develop
and implement a new |IEP for the student. 34 C.F.R. § 300.323(f). However, as
an initial matter, the new public agency, in consultation with the parents, must
provide the student a free appropriate public education (FAPE) (including
services comparable to those described in the student’s IEP from the prior
public agency) in accordance with 34 C.F.R. § 300.323(e) or (f), as appropriate.
