Dear Members of the Georgia General Assembly,

Georgia law requires all charter systems to submit an annual report to the Department of Education
each year and the State Board of Education to report to the General Assembly each year on the status of
the charter program [see O.C.G.A. § 20-2-2067.1(c) and § 20-2- 2070]. To facilitate the meeting of these
requirements, the Georgia Department of Education’s District Flexibility and Charter Schools Division
each year conducts an Annual Report process for charter systems. The Department then compiles the
Annual Report data along with academic assessment data and prepares and conveys to the General
Assembly this report on behalf of the State Board of Education. Our 2017 Charter Systems Annual
Report is before you now.

We now have 45 charter systems in Georgia, with one more pending. There are 10 cohorts of charter
systems, one for 2008-09 and one for each school year since 2010-11. It takes at least three years of
implementation for new charter systems to fully operationalize the charter system model. In addition to
creating, training, and getting Local School Governance Teams operating at peak performance, time is
also required to implement the new essential features and innovations included in each charter system
contract. This means that the improved academic results yielded by implementing the charter system
model are instrumental in moving the needle upward for Georgia’s overall academic achievement since
we now have six cohorts operating as a charter system for more than three years.

Georgia’s established charter systems — those that have been operating as charter systems for more
than three years — continue to outperform other school districts. A majority of Georgia’s charter systems
outperform the state average CCRPI and continue to post higher achievement gains than other districts.

Thank you for your ongoing dedication and hard work in helping to strengthen Georgia’s public
education system.

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Charter Systems

In 2007 the General Assembly passed the Charter Systems Act. A Charter System is a system that has a
performance contract with the State Board of Education granting the system freedom from almost all Title 20
education laws and State Board of Education rules in exchange for a commitment to higher academic
achievement.

The performance contract between the Charter System and the State Board gives the district the flexibility to
innovate in exchange for increased academic accountability. It also compels the systems to distribute the
leadership process. Charter systems have the flexibility to innovate to exercise spending flexibility.

In the 2018-19 school year, there are 45 Charter Systems.

Charter Systems versus Non-Charter Systems Support Services

For the 2018-19 school year, the Free and Reduced Lunch (FRL) eligibility, English Language Learners (ELL),
and Special Education composition of Georgia charter systems is also similar to the State. Charter systems
serve a larger percent of FRL students (70.1% to 60.1%). Charter systems serve slightly fewer ELL students
(7.5% to 7.8%) and almost the same percent of Special Education students (12.5% to 12.4%) than the state.

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Charter System Contract Performance Targets
Background

The Every Student Succeeds Act, commonly referred to as ESSA, was signed into law in 2015. ESSA, which earned
bipartisan approval in Congress, freed states from their No Child Left Behind (NCLB) waiver agreements and
entrusted them with the responsibility to develop their own state plans to support education. ESSA significantly
scaled back the authority of the U.S. Secretary of Education and U.S. Department of Education. The requirements
of the law vary in specificity from issue to issue, with significant flexibility granted in some areas while in others
(such as testing), many of the federal requirements introduced in No Child Left Behind remain.

The Every Student Succeeds Act gave Georgia an opportunity to reflect on and refine previous education reforms
and engage Georgians in a meaningful way to chart out the future of education in our state — together.

In creating Georgia’s ESSA State Plan, the State sought out maximum flexibility while creating a cohesive and
aligned plan that is responsive to the feedback received from educators, parents, students, business/industry
representatives, and community members. The resulting plan strongly supports Georgia’s vision of offering a
holistic education to each and every child in the state.

This plan captures the Georgia Department of Education’s shifting role from one focused on compliance to one
focused on service and support. It defines the Department’s shared responsibility to expand opportunities and
increase outcomes for students, in partnership with other state agencies, nonprofit and civic organizations,
districts, schools, and communities. This plan supports the alignment of tools, resources, initiatives, programs, and
efforts so they work in a more effective and efficient way to ultimately impact the classroom. The cornerstones of
Georgia’s plan are strengthening the teaching profession and building the capacity of leaders through quality
feedback, support, mentorship, and professional learning.

GaDOE redesigned the accountability system, including CCRPI, to reflect the new goals of Georgia’s new ESSA State
Plan. The redesigned CCRPI was introduced for the 2017-18 school year. Because of this redesign, the District
Flexibility and Charter Schools Division presented to the State Board of Education in December 2018 a revised set
of charter system performance measures. These targets will be an option for all charter systems beginning with
the 2017-18 school year — and they will be incorporated into all new and renewal charter system contracts
beginning in January 2019.

Given the two major changes in CCRPI since it was first introduced, CCRPI for the three years 2012-2014 are
comparable to each other, and CCRPI for the three years 2015-2017 are also comparable to each other. The new
redesigned CCRPI for 2018 as presented in the Georgia ESSA State Plan begins a new period of comparability.
While the graphs and tables below show a time series of CCRPI from 2012 through 2018, the different
comparability periods are typically separated by blank column in charts and by a vertical line in graphs.

Georgia Department of Education
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Original Charter System Contract Accountability

Charter system contracts prior to January 2019 included the following five goals with related performance
measures.

Goal 1:

Beating the Odds. During each year of its first five-year charter term, each Charter System School

shall “beat the odds” as determined by a formula measuring expected CCRPI without Challenge points. If
less than all of the Charter System Schools beat the odds in the first year of the charter contract, the
Charter System shall increase the number of Charter System Schools beating the odds each year so that
all Charter System Schools will beat the odds in the fourth year of the charter contract.

Goal 2:

Schools that Beat the Odds are those with a higher CCRPI (without Challenge points) than similar
schools serving similar students in Georgia.

The Beating the Odds analysis predicts a range within which each school’s CCRPI is statistically
expected to fall — given the school’s size, grade cluster, student demographics (including
race/ethnicity, disability, English Learners, and poverty), and student mobility.

If an individual school’s actual CCRPI is above the predicted range, then that school Beat the
Odds.

An annual unique cross-sectional dataset is created using information from the College and
Career Ready Performance Index (CCRPI), the Governor’s Office of Student Achievement’s Report
Card, and the Georgia Department of Education’s Student Record. Beating the Odds uses the
CCRPI Single Score without Challenge points. Note that the factors may change during the
charter term.

CCRPI. The Charter System will demonstrate proficiency and/or improvement on the CCRPI Single

Score without Challenge Points.

Goal 3:

Measure 1: Year 1 of the charter term will establish a CCRPI baseline. The Charter System’s
CCRPI score shall be equal to or better than the State in Year 2, and better than the State in Years
3-5 of charter contract.

Measure 2: If the Charter System’s first year CCRPI score is lower than the State, it shall have
until the end of Year 2 of charter term to close the gap between the district and the State.

Measure 3: In Years 3-5 of the charter term, the Charter System’s CCRPI score shall be better
than the state.

School Climate. To promote a positive school experience by providing a safe school environment.

Measure 1: According to data reported by the Governor’s Office of Student Achievement Report
Card, from a baseline established in Year 1 of the charter term (2017-2018), the Charter System
shall decrease the percentage of students absent 15 days or more by at least 1% each year.

Measure 2: From a baseline established in Year 1 of the charter contract, the charter system will
increase parent satisfaction annually by 5% as measured on the annual parent perception survey
until parent satisfaction measures 90% at which time the Charter System shall maintain the 90%
satisfaction rate.

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* Measure 3: From a baseline established in Year 1, the Charter System will increase parent
participation annually by 5% up to 90% at which time the Charter System shall maintain the 90%
participation rate.

e Goal 4: Economic Sustainability.

* Measure 1: Each year, the Charter System will operate in a fiscally sound manner as measured
by an external audit.

* Measure 2: Actual and proposed budgets for each school year will demonstrate effective
allocation of resources.

* Measure 3: Yearly balance sheets will demonstrate that the Charter System maintains adequate
cash reserves.

* Measure 4: The Charter System will meet all Generally Accepted Governmental Accounting
Standards (GAGAS) as demonstrated by external, annual audit reports.

e Goal 5: Implement school-level governance.
* Measure 1: All School Governing Teams will undergo annual governance training.
* Measure 2: All School Governing Teams will meet a minimum of six times during the school year.

* Measure 3: All School Governing Teams will have representation from a variety of stakeholders
(teachers, parents, community leaders).

* Measure 4: The Charter System will create a spreadsheet listing the decisions being made by
each School Governing Team in areas of personnel decisions, financial decisions and resource
allocation, curriculum and instruction, establishing and monitoring the achievement of school
improvement goals and school operations, to be updated quarterly and maintained through the
duration of the charter term.

Consequences. Charter systems that fail to meet the above performance goals are subject to the consequences
described in O.C.G.A. § 20-14-41, including the expectation that districts intervene as needed in schools that failed
to meet charter system contract goals. State intervention is possible if charter system schools continued to fail in
multiple years, but the SBOE has not had to require such intervention because charter systems have worked
closely with their under-performing schools to make gains over time.
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Revised Charter System Contract Accountability

Beginning in January 2019, new charter system contracts (including those seeking charter system contract
renewals) will include the following five goals with related performance measures. Charter systems with contracts
granted prior to January 2019 will have the option of seeking a charter system contract amendment to incorporate
the revised performance measures presented below.

Appendix A — Accountability Appendix to Charter for Schools

The State Board shall hold the Charter System accountable for the full performance of each of the academic goals
listed below.

Goal 1: During each year of its charter term, the percentage of Charter System Schools that achieve at least one of
the following five measures shall increase by at least 10% of the gap between 100% and the previous year’s
percentage of Charter System Schools that achieve at least one of the following five measures.

Meet or exceed the annual CCRPI Content Mastery target score.

Increase the CCRPI Progress score each year.

Achieve a positive Value-Added Impact Score.

Beat the Odds.

Increase CCRPI by 4% of the gap between 100 and the previous year’s CCRPI.

Goal 2: During each year of its charter term, the total number of Charter System Schools that achieve a School
Climate Star Rating of 4 or 5 stars will increase by 5% of the gap between 100% and the previous year’s percentage
of schools with a School Climate Star Rating of 4 or 5 stars.

Goal 3: The Charter System will operate in a fiscally sound manner as measured by not being designated a financial
high-risk system as determined by the Department of Audits and Accounts (DOAA) and GaDOE.

Goal 4: The Charter System will foster individual school-level governance.
Measure 1: All School Governing Team members will complete annual governance training.
Measure 2: All School Governing Teams will meet a minimum of six times each school year.

Measure 3: All School Governing Teams will have representation from a variety of stakeholders, such as
teachers, parents and community leaders.

Measure 4: The charter system will create a spreadsheet listing the decisions being made by each School
Governing Team in the areas of personnel, finances and resource allocation, curriculum and instruction, and
establishing and monitoring the achievement of school improvement goals and school operations. This
spreadsheet must be updated quarterly and maintained through the duration of the charter term. In
addition to submitting the spreadsheet with its Annual Report, the district shall also submit it upon DOE’s
request.

Consequences
1. The Charter System will implement the following consequences at all Charter System Schools not meeting Goal 1:

a. A Charter System School that did not meet Goal 1 in either 2017-18 or 2018-19 will implement a targeted
school improvement plan (by August 2019 or 2020 respectively) that addresses its specific achievement
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deficiencies. The targeted school improvement plan will be approved and monitored by the district
throughout the academic year.

In a Charter System School that did not meet Goal 1 for three consecutive years during the charter term,
the Charter System will apply direct school management support and intensive teacher development
support as outlined in a jointly developed school improvement plan between the school leadership and
district leadership staff. Implementation will begin in the school year beginning in the following calendar
year.

In a Charter System School that did not meet Goal 1 for four consecutive years during the charter term, the
Charter System will apply consequences from O.C.G.A. § 20-14-41 as approved by the State Board of
Education.

2. The Charter System will implement the following consequences at all Charter System Schools not meeting Goal 2:

A Charter System School that did not meet Goal 2 in either 2017-18 or 2018-19 will implement a targeted
school climate plan (by August 2019 or 2020 respectively) that addresses the specific school climate
deficiencies. The targeted school climate plan will be approved and monitored by the district throughout
the academic year. If the school is subject to a targeted school improvement plan for failure to meet Goal
1, the targeted school climate plan will be embedded within the targeted school improvement plan.

In a Charter System School that did not meet Goal 2 for three consecutive years during the charter term,
the Charter System will apply direct school management support and intensive school climate support as
outlined in a jointly developed school climate plan (or targeted school improvement plan if the school also
failed Goal 1) between the school leadership and district leadership staff. Implementation will begin in the
school year beginning in the following calendar year.

In a Charter System School that did not meet Goal 2 for four consecutive years during the charter term, the
Charter System will apply consequences from O.C.G.A. § 20-14-41 as approved by the State Board of
Education.

The Charter System will implement the following consequences if it does not meet Goal 3.

The Charter System will submit to DOAA and/or GaDOE for approval a written corrective action plan
The Charter System will implement the approved corrective action plan.

The Charter System will participate in annual trainings offered or required by DOAA and/or GaDOE to
address the risk.

4. The Charter System will implement the following consequences at all Charter System Schools not meeting Goal 4.

A Charter System School that did not meet Goal 4 in either 2017-18 or 2018-19 will implement a targeted
school governance team plan (by August 2019 or 2020 respectively) that addresses the specific school
governance team deficiencies. The targeted school governance team plan will be approved and monitored
by the district throughout the academic year. If the school is subject to a targeted school improvement plan
for failure to meet Goal 1, the targeted school governance team plan will be embedded within the targeted
school improvement plan.

In a Charter System School that did not meet Goal 4 for three consecutive years during the charter term,
the Charter System will apply direct school management support and intensive school climate support as
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outlined in a jointly developed school governance team plan (or targeted school improvement plan if the
school also failed Goal 1) between the school leadership and district leadership staff. Implementation will
begin in the school year beginning in the following calendar year.

In a Charter System School that did not meet Goal 4 for four consecutive years during the charter term, the

Charter System will apply consequences from O.C.G.A. § 20-14-41 as approved by the State Board of
Education.
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District Flexibility
Charter systems receive a “broad flexibility waiver” — also referred to as a “blanket waiver” — which means
that, except for of a small list of items, they are exempt from almost all of Title 20 and almost all SBOE rules

and GaDOE guidelines except as prohibited in O.C.G.A. § 20-2-2065.
