« Each LEA that falls into this category will receive a share of the
$150,000 available under Factor D that is proportional to its
share under Factors A-C above.

2. All the schools served by the agency are designated with a
locale school code of 32, 33, 41, 42, or 43 by the US ED’s
National Center for Education Statistics or the US ED has
determined, based on a demonstration by the LEA and
concurrence of the SBOE, that the LEA is located in an
area defined as rural by a government agency of the state.
